Animal Licenses and Registration
What are they?
Identification tags contain the shelter’s phone number, a number specific to your pet, the city of
registration and the year. All valuable information that will assist the shelter staff in returning

your pet to you should it be lost or injured.

Why does my pet need a city registration?

The City of Sachse Animal Ordinances Section 2-21 requires that all animals four months of age
and older capable of transmitting rabies are required to be vaccinated against rabies and
registered with animal services.

How much does a city registration cost?

$7.00 per pet if not spayed or neutered
$2.00 per pet if spayed or neutered
There is a $1.00 fee for replacement if lost, stolen or disfigured tags.

What do I need to get a city registration for my pet?

To register your pet you will need a current veterinarian rabies vaccination certificate and proof
of surgical sterilization, if applicable.

Where and how can I get this city registration?
Pet registration can be accomplished by bringing the appropriate documentation and fee to the
